As your City Manager, I've seen firsthand
how powerful community involvement can
be in shaping our city. One example of this
happened last year when a resident raised
concerns about two intersections in their
neighborhood that did not have stop signs.
To my surprise, | learned that it's not that
uncommon for residential intersections to
have no stop signs. In response, our City
Engineer commissioned a traffic study of
the area, to assess those intersections
against engineering standards. The study
showed that stop signs were needed at two
intersections, which were installed.

City Council Meeting Highlights
The City Council approved three resolutions.

» Resolution No. 2025-04: Fatbeam Franchise Agreement —
This agreement was approved, allowing Fatbeam to provide
service to schools in the city.

» Resolution No. 2025-05: Fawn Street Utilities
Reconstruction Contract Bid — This resolution awarded the
contract for utility reconstruction along Fawn Street,
enhancing infrastructure in the area.

» Resolution No. 2025-06: Phase 5 Waterline Project Bid —
This resolution approved the contract bid for the next phase
of the waterline replacement project, ensuring long-term
water service reliability.

The final work session, held from 9:00 PM to 10:00 PM, involved
a thoughtful discussion on Community Safety and Unity. The
conversation focused on addressing concerns of fear and
insecurity within the community, particularly in light of recent
national events that have raised anxieties for many Cornelius
residents. Throughout the discussion, council members carefully
considered the balance between taking action to support the
community and being mindful of the broader impacts, including
the potential effects on federal funding.

Elder Safe Program

Did you know that the Washington County
Sheriff's Office offers a program that assists
victims aged 65 and older? The Elder Safe
Program supports these victims after a crime
is reported to the police and continues to
offer assistance throughout the criminal
justice process.

To coordinate services effectively, the
program partners with the Washington
County’s District Attorney’s Office, Disability,
Aging & Veteran Services, Adult Protective
Services, and local police departments.
Volunteer victim advocates within the Elder
Safe Program also offer emotional support
and provide information relating to the

criminal justice system, the victims' individual

cases, and other general resources.

In addition, the Elder Safe Program conducts
outreach throughout Washington County,
offering presentations on various forms of
elder abuse.

Types of elder abuse include:

e Financial abuse: the illegal or improper
use of an elder's funds, property, or
assets.

e Emotional or psychological abuse: the
infliction of anguish, pain, or distress.
¢ Physical abuse: deliberate use of force
against another person that results in

harm, injury, or trauma.

¢ Sexual abuse: non-consensual sexual
contact of any kind with an elderly
person.

¢ Neglect: the refusal or failure of a
caregiver to fulfill their caregiving
responsibilities.

¢ Resolucion No. 2025-06: Fase 5 Licitacion del Proyecto de la
Tuberia del Agua — Esta resolucién aprobé la oferta de
contrato para la siguiente fase del proyecto de reemplazo de la
linea de agua, asegurando la confiabilidad del servicio de
agua a largo plazo.

La sesién de trabajo final, que se llevé a cabo de las 9:00 a las
10:00 de la noche, involucré una discusion reflexiva sobre la
Seguridad y Unidad Comunitaria. La conversacion se centré en
abordar las preocupaciones sobre el miedo y la inseguridad dentro
de la comunidad, particularmente a la luz de los recientes
acontecimientos nacionales que han generado ansiedad en
muchos de los habitantes de Cornelius.
